This term, in Science the class have been developing their knowledge and understanding of the 

human body.  There has been a high level of curiosity regarding body systems and we have 

looked at the entire internal systems within fish, where the boys did incredibly well to, not only 

put up with the smell but, also work safely with scalpels and follow detailed instructions.  We 

have then gone on to explore the human circulatory and respiratory systems.  Pupils have 

completed a heart dissection and have been able to identify the key features of the heart. We 

have completed a demonstration of the lungs seen in the picture below and pupils have also 

gathered accurate data on their own personal lung capacity.  The class have been great at 

learning the technical names for many of the parts of each system and have also been able to 

compare the action of the lungs to that of a tree as a means of gas exchange.

more if your family member can't do some things themselves. 
A young carer might look after someone because they're sick, or have a disability or 

mental health issues. Or, if a parent or family member has an alcohol or drug problem, 
they may be unable to care for themselves or anyone else. 

Day of the African Child – all pupils 

A time to celebrate the energy, strength and creativity of children across Africa. And a 

time to reflect, take stock and renew our commitment to giving African children a chance 

of a future they deserve. 

Gang Violence and Knife Crime – KS3 and 4 

Gang violence and knife crime are caused by young people’s social background factors in 

association with individual risk factors which result from poverty, deprivation and 

associated social problems. 

Protected Characteristics – all pupils 

It is against the law to discriminate against someone because of: 

• age, disability, gender reassignment, marriage and civil partnership, pregnancy and 
maternity, race, religion or belief, sex, sexual orientation 

Hazing and Upskirting – KS3 and 4 

Hazing is a ritual that involves risk, pain, or harm, typically as part of initiation into a 

group. 

Upskirting is where someone takes a picture under a person’s clothing without their 

permission. It is now a specific criminal offence in England and Wales.

staff work with. Parents and carers agree that pupils are supported well and that the

Pupils are encouraged to be ambitious about their future. Leaders ensure that pupils 
have what they need emotionally, socially and academically so that they can work 

towards these aspirations. Pupils are fully involved in how their learning is designed 
to meet their aspirations.
